Special Course Features:
 
· Prerequisites: IMC401 (or MKTG406) and IMC409 with a grade “B” or better, plus IMC453 which may be taken concurrently.
· A 9-day international study excursion in Ireland, from Jan. 8 to 16, 2010, with faculty members, Dr. Mary Ellen Schiller and Prof. Marian Azzaro.
· Will enhance student preparation for IMC-related careers in the age of globalism; each participant will produce a descriptive case study.
· Experience begins in Cork, Ireland with a Jan. 8 evening course session (students must be present); course meetings/events conclude in Dublin on January 15. 
· All IMC 491 enrolled students must participate in the excursion, and all orientation and class meetings before and after the trip.

Trip Costs: $1,740.00 per student
 Trip costs do not include international airfare and the 3-credit RU tuition.  (The airfare is estimated to be around $560.00-$650.00 per person.)  Trip costs include 8 nights of double occupancy lodging in Cork and Dublin (4 nights in each city), breakfasts, local transportation, UCC and UCD fees, site visits, and international medical insurance.
