Applying For Financial Aid ... EASY AS 1-2-3

Step 1: Obtain a Free Application for
Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) Personal
Identification Number (PIN). If you are
under 24 years of age, one of your parents
will have to obtain one too. This PIN will
allow you to apply for financial aid, online,
when completing the FAFSA. The web
address to obtain your PIN is:

www. pin.ed.gov.

Step 2: Apply for financial aid online, using
your FAFSA PIN. Remember, if you are
under 24 years old, one of your parents will
have to use his/her PIN too. Typically, you will
need a copy of your federal tax return from
the most recent tax year to apply. Your
parents will also need their federal tax
information if you are under 24. The web
address to apply is: www.fafsa.ed.gov.

Step 3: Follow-up with the Office of Financial
Aid. We may request additional information
from you to complete your file (e.g. copies of
the tax returns used to complete the
FAFSA). The sooner you respond, the faster
we can process your application.

You also need to let us know whenever your
enrollment or living circumstances change
from what you stated on your FAFSA
(e.g. you indicated you were going to be a
full-time student and then changed to part-
time).

Follow these three simple steps: apply

early, and check your RU Access and RU
Student Email account regularly, and you
will have a smooth financial aid experience.
Almost all frustrations involving the
financial aid process can be tied to
applying late, changing enrollment level or
housing plans, or not responding to
requests for additional information.

How The Aid Process Works

The key to applying for financial aid is timing
and communication. Although you must be
admitted to RU in order to receive financial
aid — do not wait until thento apply. Apply as
early as possible after January T" for the fall
semester.

Communication is essential as well. Keep in
contact with the Office of Financial Aid if there
is a change in your status after you apply.
There can be significant differences

in the aid you receive as a part-time student

compared to a full-time student and as a
resident student compared to a commuter. If
any of the above items change after you
applied, contact us immediately.

New students will hear about scholarship
eligibility even before they apply for

Aid. After
application for aid, it typically takes less than
72 hours

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Student Loans at RU

Roosevelt University is a Direct Lending
School. This means that students borrow
funds guaranteed by the federal
government and get those funds directly
from the government instead of a
middleman, such as a bank or credit union.
Direct lending protects students’ ability to
secure loan funds even during troubling
economic times, when many banks are not
making student loans. The application
process is much easier as well. Benefits of
participating in the Direct Lending Program
are numerous.

How much You may Be Eligible To Borrow Per Year

There are three types of Direct Student
Loans for undergraduate students and
their parents.

1. Direct Subsidized Loans are for
students with financial need.

2. Direct Unsubsidized Loans are
loans for students not based on
need.

3. Direct PLUS Loans are low interest,
credit-based loans for parents of
dependent students.

How much it Costs to Attend and a Word About Books!

Roosevelt University charges a flat-rate
tuition  for full-time  undergraduate
students. This means that students who
are enrolled in our Colleges of Arts and
Sciences, Education, Business and
Professional Studies have one tuition price
for 12 - 18 hours per semester. Students
enrolled in the College of Performing Arts
also pay a flat-rate but are on a different
price level. Our tuition and fees are posted
online at: www.roosevelt.edu. Housing
and meal plans are not included in our flat-
rate tuition charge.

Private loans, sometimes called

“Alternative Loans,” are loans offered by banks
and credit unions that are based on student
or parent credit worthiness. The terms of
these loans vary greatly from lender to lender
and on your credit score. We urge families to

FA Tips:

« Apply early for financial aid. Applications
are available as early as January 1 for the
fall term.

* Apply online.

* Keep a folder with copies of all of your
documentation including the tax
information you used to apply for financial
aid.

* Do not use nicknames on applications and
forms (e.g. “James” should write “James”
not “Jim”).

» Use your permanent address and keep
both local and permanent address(es)
current with the University and the post
office.

» Use your RU student email account. Check it

regularly.

* Use RU Access to register and check the
status of your student account, financial
aid application, academic records, etc.
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
